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Our annual Readathon will commence on Monday 25th. January and continue until Friday 26th. February.   During the Readathon, the children are asked to make an extra effort to read as many books as possible and to collect sponsorship money. The main aims of the Readathon are:

· to encourage our pupils to read more and

· to teach our pupils the vital traits of compassion, generosity and humanity for others, by involving them in charitable activity. 

Extra books have been added to all the class libraries in advance of the Readathon so let’s get reading! At the end of each week the children will count the total number of books read by the class and display the result on the door of their classroom. Over the next 5 weeks, the children will engage in a Buddy Reading exercise where the older children in the school read to the younger children.

· All pupils from Senior Infants to Sixth Class may take part in the Readathon.

· On Monday 25th. January each child will receive their own Readathon card to record the number of books read and the sponsorship money collected. All cards and sponsorship money must be returned by Friday 26th. February.
· An award will be presented to children: 

· from Senior Infants to 3rd. who read 20 books or more.

· from 4th. to 6th. who read 10 books or more.
