Jolly Grammar Information Notes




Grammar 24 —véompound Words

Aim: Develop the children’s ability to recognise
compound words.

Introduction: Revise initial and final blends. Hold up flash cards of the blends
for the children to read. Then call out blends for the children to name the letters
in them.

Main point: Compound words are words made of two (or more) shorter words
joined together. Draw some ‘picture word sums’ on the board for the children to
work out the compound words. Alternatively look at the compound birds page in
the Grammar 1 Big Book. You could also use the Jolly Phonics Red Readers (Level
1) ‘Star and Fish’.

Example: picture of egg + picture of cup = eggcup

Other words which could be used:
blue + bell star + fish foot + ball
tooth + brush black + bird cow + boy/girl
sun + flower arm + chair ear + ring
rain + coat sea + shell butter + fly

Grammar Sheet 24: The children read the words in the birds’ wings and tails.
Then they try adding the ‘tail words’ to the ‘wing words’ to make compound words.
They try each ‘tail word in turn until they find one that makes sense: ‘post’ and
‘ball’ makes ‘postball’, which is not a real word, whereas ‘post’ and ‘man’ makes
‘postman’.

Extension activity: Give the children some more words on the board, or on
cards, and see how many compound words they can make using them. The
‘Compound Birds’ sheet on page 218 may be photocopied and cut up to make sets
of compound word puzzles.

Examples: rain + bow shoe + lace lunch + time
lunch + box home + work home + time
shoe + box letter + box fire + work

Rounding off: Go over the sheet with the children, seeing which compound
words they have made.
